e Student must submit two letters of recommendation (only one of which can come from a
current CTH board member).

e Student must submit a current transcript from the college/university attending and
cumulative GPA.

All-Stars Event. Scholarship award recipients will be invited to attend to accept their award.
Scholarship award winners must write a thank-you letter addressed to the theatre that will be
shared with our donors.
