e Student must have a current membership status with CTH (this will be verified with the
CTH membership chairperson).

e Student must have participated significantly in CTH productions during their high school
years.

e Student must have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0.

e Student must have been already accepted into a 2-year or 4-year college/university.
Preference will be given to students who intend to pursue a 2-year or 4-year major or
minor in the performing arts post high school.

e Student must submit two letters of recommendation (only one of which can come from a
current CTH board member).

e Student must submit a transcript of high school courses and cumulative GPA.

e Student must submit a copy of an acceptance letter from the college/university you will be
attending in the fall.

All-Stars Event. Scholarship award recipients will be invited to attend to accept their award.
Scholarship award winners must write a thank-you letter addressed to the theatre that will be
shared with our donors. Details will be provided to scholarship award recipients.
